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The joists are poorly connected to the main (wood) bearing beam in the main basement. The ledger boards teatleere int
to support the joists are missing and need to be replaced to prevent structural floor chlapse ensure structural

5) RepairPriority:

The bottom of the basement stairs stringers are rotted from water damage. The stairs/stringer needs to be repaired/reinforced
to prevent stair collapse.
