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THE SCOPE OF THE INSPECTION 

All components designated for inspection in the ASHI  Standards of Practice and/or NJ Standards of Practice 
NJAC 13:40-15.16 are inspected, except as may be noted in the ñLimitations of Inspectionò sections within this 
report. 

It is the goal of the inspection to put a home buyer in a better position to make a buying decision.  Not all 
improvements will be identified during this inspection.  Unexpected repairs should still be anticipated.  The 
inspection should not be considered a guarantee or warranty of any kind. 

This inspection is visual only.  A representative sample of building components are viewed in areas that are 
accessible at the time of the inspection.  No destructive testing or dismantling of building components is 
performed.

Also, all notations to code-based dimensions, quantities, etc. are based on NJ UCC (Uniform Construction Code) 
requirements.

RECOMMENDATIONS / OBSERVATIONS: 

 

1) Remove-Recommend: 

 

There is evidence of recent termite activity in the crawl space as indicated by the shelter tubes found in the front/center along 

the joists and sill plates. A treatment is required. Otherwise extensive damage can be expected to structural wood members 

from termite damage. This also indicates that latent/existing damage may exist that is currently concealed. 
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2) Monitor-Recommend: 

There is a horizontal crack on the right crawl space block wall that should be monitored. It does not represent a structural 

deficiency currently as it is less than ıò in width and does not indicate significant bowing inward of the wall which would 

indicate potential structural failure of the wall. The crack is probably due to soil pressure and/or hydrostatic pressure from the 

exterior. The crack should be monitored. If the width continues to grow (widen) and/or the wall moves inward then the wall 

will need to be reinforced in this area to prevent failure.

3) Improve-Recommend: 

 
The rear/left plumbing vent stack is poorly located. It should be 10ô+ from a window or 3ô above the windows/doors within 

10ô in order to keep dangerous (combustible and health issues) sewer gases from entering the home. 

  
 

4) Improve-Recommend: 

 

The B-vent that serves the furnace and water heater is improperly installed. It is poorly located. It should be 2ô higher than 

the point it penetrates the roof covering. Its proximity to the adjacent wall is also a concern. This may cause poor drafting and 

affect the operation of the furnace and/or water heater. Consider hiring a heating contractor to have the vent properly 

configured.
